same time.  While enrolled at KCC, you will be a Liberal Arts - Pre-Business

Major.

IMPORTANT ADVANTAGES
• Open Admission - If you have a high school diploma or the equivalent or are

18 years old or older, you are guaranteed acceptance at KCC.

• Low tuition - Lower tuition cost than UHM or private colleges on O‘ahu.

• Direct transfer - PBP students who fulfill UHM-CBA admissions

requirements at KCC can transfer directly to the UHM - CBA as a junior.

• Small classes with quality instruction - Classes are small with

personalized quality instruction.

• Emphasis and preparation in the following areas:

Computer skills; Writing skills; Thinking skills;

Pacific/ Asian Emphasis; Symbolic Reasoning.

• Complete 55 credits of college transfer-level courses

•  Includes 24 credits of course prerequisites for admission (see above)

   plus a minimum of 31 additional credits.

•  Minimum 2.5 GPA in all (including repeats) 100 level or higher

   courses.
